Company’s market share 
The Company is the biggest electric grid company of the Krasnodar region and the Republic of Adygea, which transmits and distributes electricity across 110kV and lower networks between the settlements, in rural settlements and particular towns of the Krasnodar region and the Republic of Adygea, including Sochi. 

Its core activity Kubanenergo PJSC performs in conditions of natural monopoly, which is regulated by the government in the sphere of tariffs and provision of equal-opportunity access to electric networks. Taking into account the growing demand on electric energy in the region, the Company pays particular attention to development, modernization and enhancement of capacity of grid facilities, bearing in mind the future growth of volume of sales.

Starting from 01.01.2007 the region uses a new method of payments for electricity transmission. This new method presupposes that all energy selling companies that sell electric energy at the regional market pay to Kubanenergo for the transmission services under the contracts  on electricity transmission, and Kubanenergo pays for the transmission services to territorial grid companies.
